MY CHINA STORY
In September 2009 I travelled into Jiaozuo, China, volunteering to be a house grandmother to 21 children for

COAT (Chinese Orphans Assistance Team Inc.) in one of their apartments for abandoned children. The ages

ranged from a few days to 13 years.

My time there was very hectic with so many children to be held

and loved. After arriving, I was taken to the orphanage to see

the school that COAT was running there and on the way out I

found a small baby girl Mei Xi (Maisie) a few days old, who

was thrown away because she had a slightly deformed arm.

We took her home and fed her with an eye dropper and days

later we received two more delicate babies, Yin Jing and Xiao

Xiao (both suffering from cleft lip/palette problems) who were

also fed with eyedroppers, so we had 3 babies under 3 weeks in

the foreigners’ room.

Mei Xi and Xiao Xiao thrived but little Yin Jing had a cleft in

her heart and struggled to survive each day. Many nights I sat

against the wall holding her so she would not die alone in her

cot…she died a day after I left china. I absolutely fell in love

with the children but Mei Xi held a special place in my heart

and I tried to adopt her & bring her home to Australia, but it

wasn’t meant to be. Two weeks after I returned I received word

that she had contacted the flu and died suddenly…I was

devastated with grief having lost two of “my” three babies, but

in all things God has something positive in His plan.

My husband Kerry and I decided to start an apartment for COAT where cleft babies and smaller premature

babies could stay and receive the special care or surgery where needed and be adopted to their forever families.

On 10 May 2010 the first baby was carried into the Eagle Wings 5 apartment. I had returned to Jiaozuo and

rented an apartment, spent days cleaning and decorating it and it now houses 8 babies and has a staff of 5 ayis

(carers) and a manager. The babies are given a chance of a new life and have a future to look forward to filled

with love and happiness and family.

My time spent working with COAT has been both

wonderful and at times heart breaking, but very

rewarding.

The third baby, Xiao Xiao, has had her first lot of  cleft

surgery and has been adopted and celebrated her first

birthday on 5 September surrounded by her loving

forever family. This is what Eagle Wings 5 is about

and makes the heartache worthwhile. I am now in

China again for another month.

day for our October

Working Bee. Some of

our members were off

gadding with their red

hats (we hope you had

a great time) so four of

us tackled more

Rhodes grass and

Billy-goat weed.

Many of these had just

germinated with the recent rain so although our

weed bag count was low the number of weeds

pulled was high.

No need to water after the recent showers but we

did fertilise some of the recent plantings.  We got

hot early so decided to have a walk around the

lagoon to collect rubbish. It is good to see that the

amount of rubbish is getting smaller – mostly empty

juice boxes and chip packets and the ubiquitous

plastic bags. During our travels we discovered that

the Dodder have really spread with the rain and in

the near future we will need to prune back this

semi-parasite before it strangles some of the trees

and even some of the bushes we have planted.

Dodder is a native plant which does provide food

for native birds and usually the host plant can cope.

During our walk around the lagoon there was a

happy discovery. The native hibiscus which we

thought had died are in leaf with the recent rain and

warmer weather. Lucky we didn’t pull them out! I

am also pleased to report that the sedges are starting

to regenerate in the drain and the amount of algal

slime has been reduced.

Marc has spoken to Parks and Recreation about

using our prize money for a park bench.  They have

agreed to pick up the balance of the cost so

hopefully in the near future there will be a bench

erected. The two bee-eaters were still there and the

usual aquatic fowl including a baby grebe. We also

saw a dollar bird with its distinctive white circles

underneath the wing. Now is a good time to enjoy

this vibrant place. After all, it belongs to you, the

residents.

Our next Working Bee will be November 3 starting

at 7.30am now that it is getting hotter. Of course it

is fine if you come a bit later, as they say “the more

the merrier”.

The juniors have had a busy month of competition with

two regattas during the past two weekends. What a great

time we had at Mooloolaba at the Gubbi Gubbi East

Coast Championships. With teams from as far away as

Tasmania, Cairns, Coffs Harbour, and New Caledonia

competing, as well as SQ clubs, Burrum's team of 15

juniors performed with distinction, collecting medals in

nearly every event contested.

Under 12's dominated their OC6 events, winning their

heats in both races. They won silver in the straight 500m

sprint, and gold in the final of the 500m sprint with turns.

Tom steered a good race and the team combined well with

their timing, their "huk ho's", and awesome turns. Tegan

and Mikaela paddled with Fraser Coast U12 OC6 and

helped them to win silver in the 500m sprint with turns.

Rebecca paddled with a combined U19 team to win two

silvers in the OC6 500m sprint finals. Under 14's put in a

strong performance to finish second in their OC6 500m

sprints, but were unplaced in the finals.

Good to see everyone trying their best in the OC1/OC2

events, and some good performances were recorded. Jack

and Zali were placed second in their heat of the U12

OC2's, and took bronze in the final. In the U14's OC2

Shaun and Harry paired with Mooloolaba Girls to take 2nd

and 3rd respectivly in their heats but missed out on the

finals. Grace won her heat of the U14 girls OC1 sprint, but

despite improving her time by 6 seconds in the final was

forced into fourth in a powerful battle at the finish.

In the U12 OC1's Zali and Jack had seconds in their heats,

but Jack missed the finals by half a second. Zali also

improved on her heat time by 6 seconds in the final, but

was forced out of a place by strong competition at the

finish.

Matt was in everything, and it was great to see him

competing again. He was the only Burrum paddler to

attempt the challenging rudderless event, and kept it under

control for a creditable, though unplaced finish. Well done

Matt, and well done all Burrum juniors. If there had been a

prize for the Sunday night dance you would have been

second to Noumea, and they were awesome.

Another weekend, and yet another regatta, this time closer

to home at Fraser Coast OC1/OC2 Series Race 3 held at

Hervey Bay. With only one OC2 boat of our own we

managed to enter 11 of our juniors in this Regatta. Thanks

to generous support from Mooloolaba, Brisbane, Canoe

Point, and Rockhampton clubs loaning us privately owned

boats. Once again our juniors did great work in the open

ocean conditions. Jack Riley christened his new "lean

green machine" OC1 with a convincing Gold medal

performance in the U12 1km event, and backed up

paddling above his division to win a bronze in the U14

OC2 with sister Grace to give their other new boat a

podium performance on its first outing. Grace also won

bronze in her OC1 U14 2km event. Zali won silver in the

1km U12 OC1 girls, and paired with Adam for a fourth in

the 2 km U12 OC2. Adam also put in a strong

performance for his first ever race on an OC1 against the

more experienced Canoe Point and Mooloolaba boys for a

close fourth. Jess also paddled well in the OC1 Girls

division. Lilli paired with a Mooloolaba boy for a great

race in the U12 mixed OC2 to win a bronze medal. Isaac

kept his OC1 upright this weekend for a good fourth in a

strong U14 field of his 2km race. Shaun was well placed in

the same race until he capsized (3 times). To his credit he

recovered each time and wasn't too far behind at the finish.

Matt and Harry were also well up in the field.

Senior paddlers of the club were well represented at this

regatta by Peter Bray, who, paired with Fraser Coast's

Bryanne Eyles, won the gold in the mixed masters division

of the 8km short course. This follows a win by Peter and

Bryanne in race one at Mooloolaba to give them the points

lead in the series. Well done Peter and Bryanne.

Thanks to all the mums and dads for your support and help

on the beach at both regattas, and with timekeeping,

without which the events would not have run so smoothly.
